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Team Riding

Wow! Did you see the ride’s our ride coordinator, Mike, has planned for the summer? Like the
ride to Johnson Ridge, with a look into a Volcano. And don’t forget the Crater Lake ride! It is
going to be a very fun riding summer.

The fun and enjoyment of riding with others is exciting. For these ride’s, we should plan on
arriving at the meeting point on time with our T-CLOC or Trike Inspection completed and with a
full tank of gas. You will want to take water and snacks for the ride. Plan ahead and carry rain
gear for inclement weather, or warmer gear for colder riding conditions. The ride is more
enjoyable and safer when you are dress comfortably.

Riders and co-riders should know the Group Riding Hand Signals. Hand signals are a good way
to communicate between riders especially when there is a lot of chatter from other riders
nearby. Hand signals also assist the riders who do not have CB Radios.

Everyone should plan on attending a rider/co-rider briefing at the meeting point. The briefing
should be about the planned route, review of the route map and designated stops. The ride
coordinator will designate the lead bike, and the tail bike (known as the drag bike). The lead
and drag bike work together communicating items like the next turn coming up, road hazards,
vehicle traffic attempting to pass and when needed, securing a lane. The drag bike is the first
to notice if someone is having difficultly and will notify lead bike and then drop off to assist.

Being a good team member means accepting the responsibility to ride and work with others in
the team. Maintain steady speed and spacing. Speeding up or slowing down breaks up the
rhythm of the team. Stay alert and announce obstacles or potential hazards to the team.

Be prepared for the summer rides and review the team riding manual or visit Chapter X web
slight to see a U-tube video on team riding. The hand signals are also attached to the web site.

The point of this whole story is to emphasize the power of communication, verbally and non-verbally.
There are hand signals, talking on CB radios and signal lights. Riders and co-riders can work together
to insure a safe and enjoyable ride. Whether an individual or in a group, each rider can accent the
need to be seen and heard. As a co-rider on a team ride, | have used hand signals to point down on
the road hazard Pete already announced on the CB as the lead rider. | have waved at small children
in a car riding next to us, thus alerting a driving parent our motorcycles are sharing the road. | have
assisted Pete's turn signals with hand signals. Even the bike's horn can be used as a form of
communication in some situations - a BEEP on the horn can wake up a dozing car driver or alert one
who is making a wrong maneuver. Wearing bright clothing and retro-reflective materials "speak"
volumes about being seen on the road.

Now | have to work on better phone communication -- I do know hand signals or bright clothing
wouldn't have helped my phone conversation with Steve.
